Herb of the Month


Anethum graveolens

DILL
Dill flourishes when planted by seeds directly into the bed where it will grow.  Dill prefers a lot of sun and moist, but well drained soil.  Although dill is an annual, it does tend to re-seed itself.  Harvest with a scissors, clipping the leaves close to the stem when the plant is about four inches high.  After flowering and the seeds in it have begun to brown, cut off the flowers heads and hang upside down in a paper bag.

Dill weed is pungent with a bit of a bite.  The seeds are similar in taste to anise and caraway.

Dill adds zip to pasta and tossed salads, to dips, egg dishes, cottage cheese and to fresh tomatoes.  It gives character to white sauces and butters, to fish, chicken and veal and to steamed vegetables.  Dill seeds liven up breads and crackers and of course, dill pickles and vinegars.

Add dill at the end of the cooking process in order to keep its fresh flavor.  Dill is a good salt substitute with just-harvested vegetables.

September Garden Reminders				�


This is the time to reseed thin areas in your lawn.  Make sure the seed is in firm contact with the soil and keep seeded spots moist for 2 weeks.  Don’t forget to promptly remove any leaves that fall onto baby grass plants, because they need all the light they can get.


Now’s the time to divide perennials and clumps of multiplying blubs like daffodils.  But September afternoons can still get hot, and that’s not good for uprooted plants.  Try to do your digging and dividing on a cool, overcast day, or early in the morning.  If you can’t replant your divisions right away, keep them in a cool, shady place, covered with a damp cloth.  And don’t forget to soak your transplants in “Transplant Tonic” before you tuck them into their permanent beds. When dividing perennials, soak the best rooted pieces in this tonic for about 10 minutes just before replanting them.


Transplant Tonic                                            


1 cup beer


1/4 cup instant tea granules


2 Tbsp. liquid dish soap


2 gallons water


When you’re finished transplanting, use a small pail to scoop up any leftover tonic and dribble it around the new transplants.
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
