	Plant of the Month by  Rhonda DesVoignes
Helleborus orientalis - Lenten Rose

   Perennial, blooms in winter and comes in pinks, white, pale green and even a dark purple.

   Low maintenance, just cut back old foliage in fall, grows into a clump about 1 foot high.  [image: image9.jpg]


Full to partial shade, low to moderate water,  and doesn't like to be moved or disturbed after planting.   All parts of plant are poisonous.

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	Gardening Tips for April
Prune frost-damaged plants only after all freezing temps have passed for the season and new growth begins.

Prune flowering shrubs after blooming (forsythia, spirea, azaleas, etc.)

Prune crepe myrtles this month

Feed flowers, roses and berries with slow-release fertilizer as spring growth appears.
Fertilize shrubs and trees this month.

Fertilize tulips, hyacinths, crocus, daffodils and other spring flowering bulbs with Bulb Booster.

Pull weeds now!  Get them while they’re small.

Continue spraying program to control fungus problems.

Control Pests, as the weather warms, insect populations can increase rapidly.  If you spot even a few aphids or spittlebugs, blast them with a hose or use insecticidal soap before you have an infestation.
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Apply insecticides to control scale and other overwintering insects.

Vegetables - Plant seeds for beets, carrots, celeriac, celery, collards, endive, fennel, jicama, kale, leaf lettuce, mustard, peas, potatoes, radishes, spinach, Swiss chard and turnips.

Flowers - Plant seeds for aster, cornflowers, cosmos, larkspur, nasturtium nicotiana, periwinkle, portulaca, rudbeckia, salvia, snapdragon, verbena and zinnia.

Plant dusty miller, carnations, herbs & Sweet Williams anytime in April.

Plant summer annuals after last frost.

Plant cannas, gladiolus and lilies anytime in April.

Plant Caladiums and Elephant Ears late in the month.

  


	Folsom Stage 2 Water Alert 

The City's Stage 2 Water Alert limits all landscape watering to three days each week.  These landscape watering restrictions are mandatory and are being enforced. 
Stage 2 Watering Restrictions:

· Even number street addresses -- Wednesday, Friday & Sunday 
· Odd number street addresses -- Tuesday, Thursday & Saturday 
· Automatic sprinkler systems may not be used between 10 a.m. and 10 p.m. 
· No landscape watering is allowed on Mondays.    
The Stage Two Alert also requires that water customers avoid excessive watering that runs off onto sidewalks, streets or gutters.  Hoses must be equipped with shut-off nozzles, and driveways, sidewalks or buildings should be swept rather than hosed down unless necessary for health or safety.  Restaurants will continue to serve water only upon request.

Mystery Plant from Joye Gephart
My mystery plant is:   a Liquidambar styraciflua tree in Georgetown that has the most extreme flattening of the branchlets I've ever seen.  We have 2 of these trees outside our deck in Georgetown and only one has the condition, the other doesn't. Even though they are in Georgetown, other trees in Folsom, right along American River Canyon Drive, have the same growth habit.

 I still would like to know why some do, some don't have this habit. I read in Wikipedia that this is called "ridging" which causes the tree to hold snow more, weighing the branches down. This tree is brittle & branches break off it rather easily so this condition seems odd for tree survival. Yet the one in the picture is a very large tree by the road & doesn't appear to be trimmed by anyone, holds tons of snow yet doesn't seem to be weaker for it.
