Consider adding Valley Violet ceanothus, a stunning new UC Davis Arboretum All-Star selection, to your garden this spring. The small, mounding ceanothus (also called California lilac) is covered with spectacular clusters of dark-violet flowers in early spring. It can take full sun or partial shade, requires very little water once established, and attracts pollinators and beneficial insects. 
 
The Arboretum has a limited supply of Valley Violet ceanothus in 4" pots available this spring. These plants have robust root systems and will be ready for pick-up during the Arboretum's first two spring plant sales-the March 13 member sale and the April 10 public sale.
