	Plant of the Month by Brenda Dayton

Brenda talked about What Not to Plant: Bermuda Grass. This grass was brought here by the Spanish who brought it from Africa. It is very aggressive and not a good plant for our area. She discussed various methods for eradicating Bermuda grass from the use of Round Up if other plants are not in the area to using black plastic, or paperbags to cover the plant and “cook the plant”.

	Guest Speaker  – Roger Sherburne
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A member of the Carmichael Geranium Society. Roger   explained there are 5 main species of Geraniaceae. Pelargoniums and Geraniums are susceptible to cold weather.
To start cuttings he recommended using willow bark powder to root the cuttings and preferred it to rootone.

	Gardening Tips for February

Get the soil in your vegetable patch in high nutrient shape.
Fertilize shrubs and trees if this wasn't done in February. Use an acid type rhododendron fertilizer to feed evergreens, conifers, broad leaf evergreens, rhododendrons, azaleas and camellias.

Use an all-purpose fertilizer to feed roses and other deciduous trees and shrubs. If you use granular type fertilizers, be sure to water it in thoroughly.
Begin to spray roses for blackspot.  Feed roses.

Prune winter Jasmine after flowering; cut honeysuckle back to 3ft.

Remove all dead blooms from bulbs.

Fertilize any bulbs that have finished blooming with bone meal or bulb booster.

Plant Primroses and pansies.
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Prepare the vegetable garden soil for planting. The addition of well-rotted manure, processed manure, peat moss or compost are good additives for building compost humus in the soil.

Time to start tomatoes, lettuce, and many other vegetables from seed.  The most dreaded tasks of all is weeding, but it is one that really needs to be accomplished before the weeds have a chance to flower and go to seed.

 Remember once the weeds go to seed you can be fighting that weed seed for up to seven years or more. Most weeds can simply be pulled or cultivated out of the garden while they are young.

Turn the compost pile, adding any course mulch which was removed from the garden to it.

Keep an eye out for Aphids (spray off with water) and Cutworms (Cutworm Dust).

Clean out all of your birdhouses now, so that they will be ready when the birds return.
Mist or spray your houseplants to clean away the winters dust, prevent Spider Mites and add a little humidity.

Attachment for Board Recommendations to

Constitutions & By Laws Version May 7, 2009

The following section is offered for reference and explains the procedure for amending our Constitution and By Laws:

	Article 7
	Amendments and New Sections:  The Constitution and Bylaws may be amended by a two thirds vote of members present at a regular meeting after, and providing, the amendment has been sanctioned by the Board of Directors of The Folsom Garden Club and published prior to that meeting.

Revisions are highlighted in yellow and follow each section. 

 
CONSTITUTION 
 
	Article 4
	Officers and Elections:  (1) The officers of the club shall be a President, a Vice President, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and a Parliamentarian.   (2) The President, Vice President and Treasurer will be elected at the May meeting and installed in June.  The Secretary and the Parliamentarian shall be appointed by the President and will serve at his/her pleasure.  (3) The term of office for elected positions shall be for one year.  A member may serve in an elected position for two consecutive years. 



Officers and Elections:  (1) The officers of the club shall be a President, a First Vice President, a Second Vice President, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and a Parliamentarian.   (2) The President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer will be elected at the May meeting and installed in June.  The Parliamentarian shall be appointed by the President and will serve at his/her pleasure.  (3) The term of office for elected positions shall be for one year.  A member may serve in an elected position for two consecutive years. 
BOARD OF DIRECTORS
 
	Section 3
	The Board of Directors shall hold a meeting as necessary.
 


The president shall conduct a minimum of ten (10) Board of Directors meetings per year with one occurring prior to the annual planning meeting.   
DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEES

 
	Section 2
	The Program chairperson shall be responsible for providing programs for regular club meetings and Dirt Gardener meetings.  The Vice President will fill this position.  The Garden Tour chairperson shall be responsible for overseeing the planning and implementation of the annual garden tour.  The Second Vice President will fill this position  


The First Vice President shall be responsible for providing programs for regular club meetings and Dirt Gardener meetings.  The Second Vice President shall be responsible for overseeing the planning and implementation of the annual garden tour.
